In Philippians 2:5-8, we read of how Jesus ". . . became obedient unto death,

even the death of the cross." What this tells me about jesus is that when it came
to doing His Father's will, He "drew no line" as to how far he would go in "obeying
His Father". Paul began these verses by saying "Let this mind be in you, which

was also in Christ Jesus". He then proceeds to tell us how Jesus obeyed His
Father "even unto the death of the cross." Is this the same mind that we as
Christians have today? Think about the following illustrations and make the
necessary applications to your life.

"l will live as a Christian ought to live, but if someone begins to tell me
how | should dress, then that's were | draw the line."_(1 Tim. 2:9 says
that women should "adorn themselves in modest apparel, with
shamefacedness ad sobriety . . .".)

"l don't go out and get drunk, but if someone tells me that | can't drink
socially, then that's where | draw the line." (Paul said in Ephesians 5:18:
"Be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit. "
Also 1 Peter 4:3 condemns social drinking with the use of the word
"banquetings" or in the NASV translation "drinking parties".)

"l don't go to the casinos or to bingo parties, but if someone tells me |
can't play the lotteries, then that is where | draw the line." (1

Thessalonians 5:22 says that we should "abstain from all appearance of
evil.")

"| attend the services on Sunday morning, take the Lord's supper, and lay
by in store. But if someone suggest that | should attend all the services of
the local church, then that's where | draw the line." (Hebrews 10:25 says
"Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of
some is, but exhort one another: and so much the more, as ye see the
day approaching.")
